1st Vice President (1)

The Vice President shall assume the duties of the president in the president’s absence or at the discretion of the president. The vice president shall serve as program coordinator. Board meetings are once a month. The term of office is two years. Candidates must hold membership with ANA.

Directors (3)

The Directors exercise the corporate responsibility and fiduciary duties of the association, transacts the business of RISNA between the annual meetings and establishes major administrative policies.  The board also provides for the maintenance of the state headquarters. Board meetings are once a month. The term of office is two years.

Treasurer (1)

The treasurer shall be responsible for monitoring the fiscal affairs of the association and shall provide reports and interpretation of RISNA’s financial condition to the Executive Committee, the Board of Directors and membership. The treasurer shall assume additional related duties as designated by the Board of Directors. The term of office is two years.

Secretary (1)

The secretary shall be responsible for ensuring that records are maintained of meetings of the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee . The secretary shall assume additional record keeping and correspondence as designated by the Board of Directors. The term of office is two years.

Nominating Committee  (3)

The Nominating Committee prepares the yearly ballot for the association.  This involves selecting and encouraging nominees representative of the various practice settings and geographic locations. The term of office is two years.

Cabinet Member

Cabinets are groups of elected members responsible for advancing the profession of nursing through activities that deal with the scope of practice for the nursing profession.  Both cabinets evaluate changes in the health care systems, health needs and practice relevant to a practice or education focus.  They implement and evaluate standards of nursing education/practice and promote research and studies in both of these areas.

Cabinet on Nursing Education (3)

The term of the Cabinet on Nursing Education members is three years with a minimum of an MS degree. Candidates must hold membership with ANA.

Cabinet on Nursing Practice (5)

The term of the Cabinet on Nursing Practice members is two years.
